2010 Letter of Agreement

We understand that through the Jack Kent Cooke Young Scholars Program, the Foundation will provide ongoing academic services, including educational advising and financial opportunities, during high school. We also understand that the Foundation carefully reviews each Young Scholar’s continued participation through an annual renewal process. 
By signing this Letter of Agreement, we consent to Type Scholar's Name Here’s continuation in the program, agree to the following conditions, and acknowledge that continued support from the Foundation is contingent, in the Foundation’s sole discretion, upon our adhering to these conditions: 
Communication
a. We will respond promptly to our educational adviser’s phone calls, letters, emails, and requests for additional information. 

b. We will work with our educational adviser to arrange visits to our home and school.

c. We agree to meet with our educational adviser as he/she requests and to work with our educational adviser to plan educational activities.

d. We will provide our educational adviser with grades and report cards promptly after each marking period throughout the school year.

e. We will immediately report to our educational adviser any conduct/disciplinary issues, changes in our address, phone number, and/or email address.

f. We understand that all information in materials submitted to our educational adviser and/or the Foundation must be true and accurate.

Collaboration and Sharing
g. We will work collaboratively with our educational adviser to develop and maintain an individualized learning plan (ILP) for each high school year.  

h. We will seek to understand and follow the recommendations of our educational adviser.  

i. We will inform our educational adviser of enrichment opportunities that we seek, in order that our educational adviser can better plan for Foundation sponsored opportunities.

j. We grant our educational adviser permission to access transcripts of school records and grades, and to contact school administrators, teachers, coordinators, and others providing academic and extracurricular services to inquire about performance and progress.

k. We understand that the Foundation is not a health care provider and is under no duty to monitor health issues.  Nevertheless, if medical or psychological issues are impacting educational performance, we understand that our educational adviser will expect that we will provide access to relevant medical and psychological records to the extent necessary to enable the Foundation to achieve its mission.  We understand that our educational adviser will not undertake to monitor such records, nor will he/she be a source of advice regarding health issues.  We also understand that our educational adviser will take reasonable steps to protect the confidentiality of these records, but that he/she may disclose their contents to legal authorities if, in the exercise of professional judgment, such disclosures appear to be necessary to protect my child’s life or health.

High Standards
l. I, the Parent/Guardian, will encourage my child to work hard to maintain a strong academic record in school and good conduct in his/her school and community.  

m. I, the Young Scholar, will work hard to maintain a strong academic record in school and good conduct in my school and community.

n. We understand that there is an annual renewal process and that our educational adviser and the Foundation will assess performance and communication during each high school year to determine whether to continue support for the next high school year.

Enrichment Opportunities
o. We understand that the expectation is to take advantage of supplemental educational and extracurricular opportunities, including using summers in a meaningful way to extend learning beyond what he/she learns in school.
p. We will attend/have attended the Young Scholars Welcome Weekend event in the Baltimore/Washington, D.C. area during the summer before ninth grade.  We understand that a parent/guardian is invited to attend the parent activities scheduled during the Welcome Weekend, with travel and lodging expenses paid by the Foundation.
q. Based upon continued program participation, I, the Young Scholar, will attend Young Scholars’ Weekend in the Baltimore/Washington, D.C. area during the summer before 12th grade.

r. We understand and agree that we have the sole right and responsibility to decide about participation in any particular educational or extracurricular activity, and we assume full responsibility for all decisions made in connection with participation in this program.  

s. We understand and agree that participation in this scholarship program is purely voluntary, and we consent to participation in this program, with the understanding that we may withdraw our consent at any time upon written notice to the Foundation.

t. We further understand and agree that the Foundation is not responsible for personal injuries or property damages that may arise from participation in the program, and we hereby release the Foundation from any and all liability for any personal injury or property damage arising from participation in the program, regardless of the cause.  

Financial Matters
u. We understand that the Foundation provides financial support only for those enrichment opportunities developed in conjunction with the educational adviser, and that parents cannot be reimbursed for opportunities which they pursue independent of the adviser.

v. We agree to provide family financial information annually and when requested.

w. We understand that the Foundation may, at its sole discretion, provide continued financial support during college.
